Finance Committee – The Finance Committee review year to date expenditures.  
MCIL – Staff budget FFU 2022 - 2023– A motion made by Larry Lura, seconded by Brian Baker to approve the revised staff budget contract with MCIL.  The motion carried by voice vote.
MNSILC Budget – FY 2022 -2023 – Linda Lingen made a motion to approve the revised MNSILC budget for 2022 – 2023 as presented by the Finance Committee.  Larry Lura seconded the motion.  The motion carried by voice vote.  

Reports Committee – The committee is creating the annual report.  One of the articles will be from the youth art contest. Council members were encouraged to submit information about what IL means to them.  Council members are being asked to write a short article about why they volunteer for MNSILC.  The Extension Year SPIL is due June 30, 2022.  It must be signed by 51% of the CIL directors, MNSILC and the DSE director.  

Outreach Committee – The Committee is recruiting new members.  The Secretary of State office has announced openings for 5 positions.  MNSILC is seeking applications from around the state.  Two Ex Officio positions expire in February and the individuals are not eligible for reappointment.  The committee suggested MNSILC not conduct a contest for youth until there is a better connection between MNSILC and youth.  There was discussion about recruiting committee members from CIL staff and which organizations should be ex officio members on MNSILC.  Robyn Block will contact MCD about their participation on the council.  

Review SPIL accomplishment for PPR/704 Report – Deborah Gleason, Rosalie Eisenreich, Robyn Block, Bonnie Danberry, and Brad Westerlund volunteered to review the PPR/704 Report and bring it to the full council for review in December.  The PPR/704 report is due to ACL by January 30, 2023.
