Koochiching Co. is the 62nd largest of the 87 counties in the state. Its population decreased so far this decade, ranking as the 82nd fastest
growing in the state from 2020 to 2023. Koochiching Co.'s population has an older median age than the state and a larger percentage of
people aged 65 years and older. The population is aging, especially as the Baby Boom generation moves through the population pyramid (see
Figure 1).

Koochiching Co. suffered a negative natural increase - more deaths than births from 2020 to 2023, but also experienced net out-migration -
meaning more people moved out than moved in. Despite suffering domestic out-migration, Koochiching Co. welcomed net international in-
migration - gaining new Minnesotans from foreign countries (see Table 2).

Labor force growth has slowed in recent years. After experiencing a net loss of workers each year from 1990 to 2000, Koochiching Co.
averaged an annual loss of fewer workers from 2000 to 2010, and most recently a loss of fewer workers since 2010 (see Figure 7). Moving
forward, Koochiching Co. is expected to see a labor force decline from 2025 to 2035 (see Table 6).
