In early 2024 ETAC determined that a missing voice on the Committee was from the K-12 schools.  ETAC requested the MN Legislature to add this position.  

Dr. Jeremy Schmidt, is the first person to be selected for this position.  Schmidt’s bio is:

Dr. Jeremy Schmidt has been with the Becker Public School District since 2019 in the role of District Superintendent. 

Under Superintendent Schmidt's leadership, Becker Public Schools has shown excellent test scores and student achievement as shown by their placement on a number of top school lists and scores consistently outpacing the state average. He continues to bridge the relationship between the school and community as a member of various community organizations such as Becker Lions, Becker Chamber of Commerce, and Freedom Days Committee. Dr. Schmidt is also active a variety of professional organizations serving as the MASA Region VI Chair Elect, a member of the MASA Legislative Committee, MASA Executive Development Committee, and was named the 2023 MASA Professionalism Award Winner and recognized for his exceptional leadership, professionalism, and advocacy for students, while fostering strong community ties and positively representing the role of superintendent at the local, regional, and statewide levels. 

Prior to joining Becker Public Schools, Dr. Schmidt was an administrator, classroom teacher in grades 3-8, and has coached students age 3 to the college level. After graduating from SCSU, he accepted a middle school teaching and head boy's basketball coaching position at Jackson County Central Schools in southwest MN. Leaving JCC in 2007, he was an elementary teaching position in the St. Clair School District and taught 4th grade and obtained a Master's of Arts in Education from Saint Mary's University. Furthering his classroom experience included time as a 5th grade teacher in the Dassel-Cokato School District. Superintendent Schmidt completed his administrative licensure and also his Doctorate with Saint Mary's University. Prior to working in Becker, Dr. Schmidt was the superintendent of the Lester Prairie School District, in addition he was also the District's Pre-K-12 principal prior to his advancement.
