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Overview

Under Minnesota Statutes §116L.35, the Commissioner of the Department of Employment and Economic
Development (DEED) is required to provide an inventory of all economic and workforce development programs,
either provided by or overseen by any agency of the state of Minnesota and funded by federal or state dollars.
This bi-annual report is mandated to include a summary of any workforce or economic development programs,
including a description, funding source and allocation, a count of full-time equivalent staff, number of program
participants and their demographics, where applicable, and quantifiable measures of program success.

Our safety depends on these
individuals coming out of prison successfully — as supportive family members, good neighbors, taxpayers,
and stable employees. Data shows that individuals with meaningful job opportunities when they are
released are less likely to re-offend and go back to prison. The impact is also inter-generational as the
children of formerly incarcerated parents who are gainfully employed have more successful outcomes into
adulthood. EMPLOY Program services will lead to increased numbers of people that are more job ready to
connect rapidly to employment post-release and improve linkages for those needing training and skill
building through community partnerships.
