Mower Co. is the 26th largest of the 87 counties in the state. Its population increased over the past decade, ranking as the 39th fastest 

growing in the state from 2010 to 2022. Mower Co.'s population has an older median age than the state and a larger percentage of people 

aged 65 years and older. The population is aging, especially as the Baby Boom generation moves through the population pyramid (see Figure 

1).

The labor market had grown extremely tight in recent 

years, with less than 1 jobseeker per vacancy until the 

pandemic recession intervened in early 2020 and the 

number of unemployed workers spiked. Job vacancies in 

Southeast reached new highs in the 4th quarter of 2021, 

quickly bringing back challenges in finding new workers 

and 2022 showed the lowest jobseeker-per-vacancy ratio 

on record (see Figure 8).

Labor force growth has slowed in recent years. After experiencing a net gain of workers each year from 1990 to 2000, Mower Co. averaged an 

annual gain of new workers from 2000 to 2010, and most recently a gain of new workers since 2010 (see Figure 7). Moving forward, Mower 

Co. is expected to add workers from 2025 to 2035 (see Table 6).

The cost of living has increased over the past 2 years with costs up in many areas. Mower Co. had a lower cost of living than the state, with a 

required hourly wage of $14.08 for a single person living alone to meet a basic needs cost of living, and an hourly wage requirement of 

$15.95 for a typical family with 2 adults and 1 child (see Table 9).

Mower Co. had a lower median house value than the state, having the 65th highest value of the 87 counties in 2021. Mower Co.'s housing 

stock was older than the state's, with a lower percentage of units built since 2000 (see Figure 12).
