Take a photo of a document and send it in a message—no more documents lost in the mail!
Find help in your community for food, housing, childcare, and more.

Data rates to use the app may apply, depending on your mobile data plan.

It’s easy to use the WF1 Connect app!

Ask your counselor or worker to set up and activate your account. You’ll need to provide your email address.
Download the app from your app store. Search for the app using the words: WF1 Connect

Log in and open the app. You will notice four icons across the bottom of the home screen:

WA Messages ’. Resources =‘ Contacts 0 Settings

Messages
Select the P24 Message icon to send a message.

Select the @ Pencil icon to enter a message subject and write your message.

Select the names of the counselors and workers that you want to send your
message to, then select OK.

Select the Plus sign to attach a photo of your document. You can select a
photo that’s already on your phone, or you can take a photo. The camera on
your phone or tablet will be activated so that you can take a photo of your document, if needed. After
you’ve taken the photo, you can review it to confirm that it’s OK, then the photo will attach to your
message.

Select the oUp arrow to send your message.

Open the app later to review responses to your message.
